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Appeal for Michael McKevitt

We release this appeal for the freedom of Michael McKevitt and for the solidarity to all Irish political prisoners. We invite everybody to subscribe and send the letter we enclose in the last page.
We express our solidarity to Michael Mc Kevitt. We support and share his opposition to the “peace” process carried out in Ireland in the Nineties. There is no peace without justice, nor in Ireland, or in Palestine, or in the Basque Countries, or everywhere.
People like Michael Mc Kevitt, who defend their peoples rights without compromises, are the future of Ireland and give the best contribution to the progress and the struggle for freedom the people’s masses carry out all over the world.
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An Appeal for Michael McKevitt
Michael McKevitt is a political hostage, framed by the M15, the FBI and the Irish police. Accused of being a member and directing an illegal organization, Michael McKevitt was sentenced to 20 years imprisonment. Key witness in his trial was David Ruppert, a multiple bankrupt and career informant for 30 years, working initially with the FBI and later with M15.

To understand better Michael McKevitt’s case it is necessary to make a brief summary of Ireland’s recent history. The peace process was concluded in Northern Ireland in 1998 with the Stormont Agreement, which was criticized by several political forces, and until today has not produced the granted results expected by its supporters: Sinn Fein, the Unionists, EIRE’s Government and Great Britain. Before that, when in 1994 Sinn Fein had started to talk of  a weapon deposition, a large group of dissidents left the IRA. Among them was Michael McKevitt, a senior member, a strict and prominent figure. Because of these unquestionable qualities Michael McKevitt was picked up as a scapegoat in a rally against dissidents, considered dangerous and potential terrorists by the M15 and the FBI.

During the trial every democratic procedure was cancelled, to allow the ultra protected and ultra paid “witness” David Ruppert to unjustly accuse M. McKevitt  and to obtain the twenty years sentence. Protests  about the legacy of the trial and the validity of the accusations from many personalities of the social-political Irish life went in vain
. Michael McKevitt has been struggling  without rest for the past eight years to gain his freedom and is determined to arrive at the European Human Rights Court. All he obtained until now is due only to his indomitable spirit  and his refusal to accept compromises no matter their origin. 

Michael McKevitt’s case didn’t really come into light in some of the European countries, not even in the so called “left” newspapers, hidden behind interests and choices of compromise. The new heresy of the century, “the suspect of terrorism”, increases the code of silence, false news, vilifications and uproots every meaning of solidarity, political above all.

Dear Sir,

I wish to place on record my concern about the circumstances surrounding the arrest, conviction and incarceration of Irish citizen Michael McKevitt, which I believe to be unsafe and clearly motivated for political purposes by British Intelligence.
The conviction was secured on the word of a paid perjurer, David Rupert, under the direction of MI5 and the FBI.  The conviction was also secured with the manipulation of the Irish judicial system by MI5 in which senior Garda officers were complicit in the framing of Michael McKevitt. 

The trial of Michael McKevitt derogated from domestic and international standards on human rights and can only be likened to political show trials. The case of Michael McKevitt is unsafe and brings into complete disrepute the entire judicial system of the Irish State. It is imperative this injustice is righted.

Equally, it is imperative that answers must be sought to the following questions:

· Who authorised MI5 and its agents to operate in the Irish State?

· Who authorised the Garda Emergency Response Unit persecution of the entire McKevitt family including their three young children?

· Why has an enquiry not been held into the serious allegations made by MI5 that Asst. Garda Commissioner Dermot Jennings sought to interfere with documents, relating to Michael McKevitt’s defence?

The above matters are of grave concern; I trust you will address them immediately.
